* Arrival at Stuttgart Airport: Take highway A8 in the direction of UIm and take the exit
Ulm-West in the direction of Friedrichshafen (highway B30). Driving time: about 2.5 hours

If you are coming from the direction of:

* Friedrichshafen or Zurich: Drive through Langenargen in the direction of Kressbronn. After
passing the railroad station you will see, on the left, the entry to the Vetter plant marked by
the Vetter logo.
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« Stuttgart— Ulm: Take the bypass Ravensburg—Friedrichshafen to the end, then drive into
the direction of Friedrichshafen (highway B30/Lindau) exit Langenargen. After passing the
railroad station you will see, on the left, the entry to the Vetter plant marked by the Vetter
logo.

« Arrival by train: From the Langenargen railroad station it is a 3 minute walk to the Vetter
plant, which is located next to it.
